The main purpose of this competition is to enhance awareness of Tamil culture among students
and to motivate creative expression of the given subject in the form of art. Guidelines and rules
for the competition are provided in this document.

GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR ARTS AND KOLAM COMPETITION
e There are 5 categories in each event based on age (4-5), (6-7), (8,9), (10,11), and (12
and above). The category will be auto-assigned by the system based on the student’s

age as of September 30, 2022.

o Kids can participate only in the event that they registered for. Swapping between Arts
and Kolam on the day of the competition is not permitted.

o Registrations after the deadline will not be accepted.

e The duration of the competition is 45 minutes + 15 minutes grace time.

¢ Kids will be given the chart with their registration numbers printed on them during the
check-in at the event. Writing their name on the submission will result in
disqualification.

e The winners will be announced within 2 weeks of event completion.

o Prizes will be given separately for Kolam and Arts based on the individual category.

e The judges’ decision will be final.

o Confirmation email with the registration number will be sent only when the registration is

closed. No email is sent as soon they register.

RULES FOR ARTS COMPETITION
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White colored chart (12” by 18”) will be provided to the kids during the competition.

Kids should bring the art supplies needed other than the chart.

Drawings must be rendered in any single or mixed color media that is dry. Suggested
mediums include, but are not limited to markers, colored pencils, color ballpoint pen,
crayon, multicolor scratchboard, and pastels(Color). Watercolors are not permitted.

Participants are not allowed to use pre-printed designs, stencils, rulers, stickers, and
punches to enhance the look. We encourage participants to draw a free hand Art. (No
glue or Glitter). Students are encouraged to come up with fresh Art this year and not to
repeat from previous years.

RULES FOR KOLAM COMPETITION

They are expected to draw/depict a kolam based on our culture and tradition. Kolam can
be Rangoli but NO random designs filling in the entire drawing sheet or no extra fillings
like using Glue or Glitter.

All participants should have their own art supplies. The list is not limited to pen, pencils,
erasers, sharpeners, markers, paints, crayons, color pencils. (no glitter, glue,
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watercolors or additional fillers).

e Participants are not allowed to use pre-printed kolam designs, stencils, rulers, stickers,
and punches to enhance the look. We encourage participants to draw a free hand
“Kolam”.
