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Tamil cultural fair is an opportunity for students to do a project as a group to learn and
understand our rich heritage and culture. Students conduct their research and then
present their results at the VTA fair to other students, teachers, and families in a variety
of creative forms.

1. Every Nilai will be provided with a specific topic and an associated theme on how
to present the topic.

2. Every section of a Nilai will select the appropriate sub-topic(s) based on the table
provided below and present one combined or multiple presentation/models. The
presentation method is also outlined in the table below and the students in that
class must stick to that form of presentation.

3. Room parents and the teacher will coordinate with students and parents of the
class to research on the topic in the published theme and bring out the whole
project in a creative manner.

4. The room parent must communicate their final choice of topic, number of
students participating and the number of artifacts/ models to be presented by Jan
3rd, 2026 and no later than that.

5. The groups will present the work in the theme published to them in front of VTA
family members on Tamizhar Thirunaal day event — January 17th 2026.

6. Include the Participating Students’ Names in your project presentation.

Doing a Tamil fair project involves these four steps:
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Form teams within the class and coordinate across all team members within the Nilai.
Research about the topic. Brainstorm ideas on how to present within the defined theme
provided to you.

Bring out the creativity in portraying the subject of your project.

Practice answering questions and talking about your Tamil fair project so that you are
ready to discuss it with friends and other parents who will be visiting your station on the
day of the event.

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Add Team name.

Add Topic name.

Add names of all participants.

Add Nilai with section (Example: [l60)605-(LD6LEDIEV).
Cite every picture you add in captions.

Cite sources from where the information was taken from.

Dress(LOMMIGAML_LD) - llamazhalai. Mazhalai, Nilai 1 and Nilai 2

Every section of llamazhalai, Mazhalai, Nilai1 and Nilai 2 will select the sub topics
The kids come dressed up as the character or the thing they have chosen and share
some interesting facts about it.

Display Board(&ITL_HILILIeVem&) - Nilai 3 and 4
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Every section of a Nilai can form groups within themselves, select the subtopics based
on the table provided below and present one combined presentation using a
maximum of 2 display boards.
Make everything easy to read.
Organize information effectively and creatively.
Add colorful pictures or drawings.
Don’t read off the board.
Some examples of engaging the students coming to your station:
o Nilai - 4 - Don’t finish the full story, ask them to guess the ending and then
explain it.
o0 Add a few multiple-choice questions for them to select and answer from (like
flashcards, kahoot, quizlet etc).

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Every section of Nilai 5 is encouraged to form groups within themselves to present
artifacts that represent the Handmade business; Select different sub topics and present
them based on the instructions provided.

Ensure that it is not too heavy, is to carry and doesn’t occupy too much space.

Try your best to make a model to represent if the real life item is too big or difficult to
present.

Explain the historical significance, methods in practice to make the particular handicraft
business and any marketing variants.

Engage the audience with interesting facts, guess works, question them about any
creative ways to use the handmade artifact.

Try your best to have the model represent the real life sample.

Use colors where needed and make it attractive.

Explain the architectural significance of the original place in tamil.

Engage the audience with interesting facts, guess works, trivia questions, even try
asking questions about architectural importance in their native places.

Additionally, they can create their own innovative tamil games, Trivia, Kahoot to engage
the audience.

The kids must try to help their parents with the cooking process.

Kids should understand the recipe and the cooking process.

The kids must know the significance or evolution of the dish and medicinal importance if
applicable.

The kids can also have a small write up next to the dish signifying the city/region it
comes from and anything else that they would like to add.

Provide a fun and engaging way to pass on the facts related to the dish.
